3. Be offered a job to intern at a company
If you are offered an internship at a company and accept an offer, you will have to complete all of the requirements of the internship program. This includes a minimum of 100 internship hours at a company, weekly group collaborative meetings with your teammates outside of your 100 hour internship, creating and presenting a poster of your experience, attendance of the Summer Team Internship Luncheon and information/preparatory meetings, and various paperwork and evaluations.
Internship Information:

Shortly, we will begin sending your resume to industry. When you received notification from me that I have sent your resume and cover letter to industry this means you should

1. Check your email and voicemail daily

2. Research the company background on the company website

3. Check to see if there is any information about the company on “Project Descriptions” Excel Spreadsheet at http://alliance.sdccmesa.com/students/summer-team-internship
Interviewing for an Internship:
If you are emailed or called for an interview, it will be from an Industry Representative. This may be the President/Owner of a company, an Engineer/Scientist, or someone from Human Resources. Be very respectful to them and their time.  

The person that contacts you will not be able to answer any questions about the NSF MESA Summer Team Internship Program. They will only be able to answer questions about their company and the project they would like you to work on.

1. Return phone calls/emails on the same day or next day

2. Have your schedule ready so you know your availability for an interview
